Montana Election Observation Initiative Issues Preliminary Findings on Missoula County’s
Primary Election

In a preliminary statement released todaythe Montana Election Observation Initiative (MEOI)
announced the successful conclusion of a pilot program to observe Missoula County’s June 4,
2024, primary election process.

MEOI’s nonpartisan election observers monitored the testing of voting equipment, ballot
processing, tabulation, and in-person voting onelection dayin Missoula County using structured
forms to gather standardized information.The report covers observations from 19 outf 21 voting
locations in the county gathered by 22 MEOI observers.

Key Findings and Observations of In-Person Voting on Election Day

MEOI observers reported thatri-person voting on June 4 was generally wetbnducted. Observers

noted some minor procedural irregularities —but nothing undermining the overall integrity of the

election process. Polls openedontime, andv:e 2 U«i\U:X10X+..Ui27U6 & 062e. The election
environment was free of harassmentintimidation, attempted interference, and manipulation.

MEOI observergeported that established electoral procedures were by and large respected

Because elections arerun by humans, a completely errotfree process isnot attainable. MEOI

observers found that te incidents and errorsthat they documented on election day, outlined

MEOIlobserversnoted that election judgesin some voting locationsprovided inconsistent guidance

to previously unregistered voters who wished to register to vote and cast a ballot in a voting location

on election day. In some places,voters were told theycould complete a voter registration form in

the voting location and vote provisionallyln others, they were told thatthey would need to register
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appropriate and consistent guidance to both categories of voters.
